In English, we will continue to develop children’s  

 reading and writing skills. During the first half term, we will be using the 
book, Emma Jane’s Aeroplane by Katie Haworth, as a focus for learning 

these skills. We will be writing non-chronological reports for different 
countries and learn how to be authors. We will also be reading and writing 

non-fiction texts to support our learning about the world around us.  
  
 

Maths 
In Maths, we will be continuing to build on our addition 
and subtraction skills, as well as introducing 
multiplication and division. We will also be learning 

about fractions, time and money.   
 

History 
We will be learning about the lives of great explorers 

and adventurers of the world including Captain James 
Cook, Captain Scott, Christopher Columbus, the Wright 
Brothers and Amelia Earhart. We will discuss why they 

are significant individuals. We will plot their exploits on a timeline and use 

historical vocabulary relating to the passage of time. We will identify the 
ways in which the past is represented (e.g. photographs/ paintings) and
